There is no nation-wide national monitoring system of DLDD features in Israel. There are several
academic and scientific studies that aim to locally monitor areas that are prone to DLDD.

These studies are based on long term monitoring (taking place for over 25 years) aiming to examine
long term spatial and temporal changes in rain amounts, affect of drought on native plants and on soil
runoff, affect of different land cover and land use on plants and soil erosion, and studying the success
rate of planting trees and other anti desertification activities.

Potential national soil erosion risk map from 2006 - Based on land use and land cover data, data of
soil types and field observation and measurement of soil erosion were collected and analyzed by the
soil erosion research station, Israel ministry of agriculture. The product is a map with three degrees of
soil erosion: no erosion risk, medium and severe soil erosion risks. Land cover and land use data and
soil types' data are based on aerial photography and satellite imaging.

The data are only available to researchers, due to technical and manpower issues. There is an intention
to make the data available on-line, even though there is no specific deadline for this objective.
