A special national programme to combat land degradation is not drawn up in Malaysia because land
degradation is addressed sectorally. Activities related to mitigating land degradation have been carried
out even before Malaysia joined the convention, especially in the forestry and agriculture sectors.
Respective agencies in related sectors which are involved in land development have jointly
implemented stringent mitigation measures to minimize land degradation.

In 2012, approximately 21.01 million hectares or 63% of Malaysia remains forested.
Of this area, approximately 14.5 million hectares have been designated as
Permanent Reserved Forest / Permanent Forest Estate.
