The PNAP-DLDD was only partially aligned to the 10 Year Strategy of UNCCD when it was formulated in 
2010. There is a need for full alignment of the NAP-DLDD to the Strategy. In mid CY 2013, the process 
of full alignment of NAP-DLDD was started and its tentative completion will be  on December 2014. In 
terms of implementation, addressing the issue of land degradation and drought has been integrated in 
the Philippine Development Plan (PDP).  The implementation of programs and project under the PNAP is 
being attributed to a good number of relevant programs and projects funded under the GAA (General 
Appropriations Act). However, an Integrated Financing Strategy (IFS) that will provide the mechanism to 
obtain financial support from external and internal sources and from innovative financing mechanism is 
still be formulated. A training (i.e. to be provided by the Global Mechanism) to formulate the IFS is very 
important at this stage.

In the NCSA report, one of the challenges identified is the weak capacity to assess the extent of land 
degradation in the Philippines. Thus, in the implementation of the Philippine Land Degradation 
Assessment (LADA) project, the first LADA project in a monsoon country which assess land degradation 
using the LADA approach originally developed for the drylands. Series of trainings and workshops were 
carried out to train technical personnel on the generation of land use system map and use of LADA 
manual for national and local land degradation assessment as well as WOCAT- Questionnairre for 
Mapping (QM).
