The Uganda SLM Strategic Investment Framework (U SLM-SIF) developed in 2010 was based on the
NAP, NAPA and CAADP frameworks using tools developed by the TerrAfrica Initiative. The U SLM-SIF is a
harmonised framework that integrates SLM activities across five sectors, namely, agriculture, energy,
water and environment, lands and trade. The framework identifies SLM investments to support on-the-
ground activities for scaling up SLM; strengthen the enabling institutional and policy environment for
SLM; strengthen commercial and advisory services for SLM and alternative livelihood options; support
SLM research and dissemination of best-bet technologies; and improve and strengthen SLM
knowledge management and Monitoring and Evaluation.
